COVID-19 Safety Measures
Face coverings are required for
everyone ages 2 and older while
participating in an education
program.

Umbrellas
and rain ponchos may also be
appropriate.

If you are arriving by bus, follow
the signs to the designated bus
parking area on the far side of
the parking lot. We encourage
schools to consider using private
bus carriers in order to spend
more time at the Zoo.
